Z'BULLSEYE set a pressured pace inside and held well under steady stretch insistence. FORCE OF GRAVITY chased the pace toward mid track, had aim
leaving the turn and finished well, though ran out of ground. TWICE WILD chased the pace three wide, angled inward nearing the turn then outfinished for
place in an even effort. LAW'S HILL chased the pace three wide and finished evenly. BLANCHE'S NARDER gave distant chase toward mid track before
leveling off. THE JACKAL and FORMAL ARGUMENT were both not factors. CRACK THEPAT, in close early chase inside, checked from tight quarters at
the rail approaching the turn. ALLOW ME was hustled with a brief early lead, pressured the winner two deep down the backstretch then weakened in an
outward drift rounding the turn. IN THE OCEAN chased the early pace off the rail then checked approaching the turn at the heels of Crack Thepat who was
also in the process of being checked.
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
