COUNT ON BUDDY set the pace from the start, saved ground with a clear lead throughout and finished under urging. PHILLY BOUND pressed the pace
from along the inside through the turn, raced evenly and finished second best. AGONISTIC was close up and two wide on the turn, then rallied mildly in the
lane. TRUE TO TRADITION prompted the early pace, raced three wide on the turn, then lacked a late response. GRAND OLD GAME was never far back,
raced along the inside on the turn but lacked a rally. CROCKEFELLER was close up early, raced four wide on the turn, then weakened in the stretch.
DEVIL'S BREW was void of early speed, saved ground on the turn and was not a factor. TAPIS MAGIQUE stalked the early pace, raced two wide on the
turn, then faltered in the stretch. ILL CONCEIVED raced two wide through the turn and was never a threat. FILLED WITH WONDER was through early and
outrun.
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
