BUNDESTAG (GB) settled between horses, rallied out from the rail around the final turn, swung out for the drive, took over after seven furlongs then drew
out under mild urging. SHARP RICHARD pressed the early leader from the three path, drew even on the front entering the final furlong but couldn't stay with
the winner. SMELLS LIKE GOLD was slow to settle, raced two wide between horses around the final turn and gained the show late. CALL ME SONNY
lagged early, made a run into the stretch but failed to sustain late. HESAGOLDMINE was slow to settle, steadied three wide on the final turn then made a
late run outside. BLUEGRASS BALL showed speed from the outset, ran out entering the first turn, stayed out from the rail while with the pace into
midstretch then tired. NO DELAY wasn't far back along the rail but lacked a rally. OUTHAUL was caught wide between horses around the first turn,
advanced between foes on the backstretch then tired. ICE PILOT was caught widest around the first turn, advanced outside on the backstretch, raced four
wide around the final turn and stopped.
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
